Elsie Kelderman of Oskaloosa passed away Sunday, January 23, 2022, at the Mahaska
Health Serenity House in Oskaloosa, at the age of 93. 

 

Elsie Marie Kelderman was born on March 11, 1928, near Fremont, Iowa at the “home
place” to Marion and Henrietta (Van Weelden) Brink. Her childhood was spent on the farm
with her parents and six other siblings. Elsie attended Pleasant Valley School. Elsie saw
her need for a Savior as a child. Sometime in the 1960s, Elsie and a neighbor lady went to
a Billy Graham Crusade. It was then the Lord led her to walk forward to make sure that
she was right with the Lord. She loved and enjoyed her Christian family at Bethel Christian
Reformed Church.
