Pat worked the night shift
and had many years of perfect attendance. After her retirement, Pat worked at
the Nelson Pioneer Farm, ensuring it was always clean and ready for visitors.
Pat was a true Energizer Bunny because of her endless ambition and energy.
She and Chuck continued their love of roller skating long into their marriage.
Pat belonged to the Red Hat Club, was an American Legion Auxiliary
member, volunteered at Northern Mahaska in the social areas, and served as
a caretaker for many in need. She wore many hats over the years, but her



favorite by far was the one of grandmother and her grandchildren were the
light of her life.
