Following
graduation from Oskaloosa High School in 1949, Roger served in the Army
during the Korean Conflict in Germany from 1952-1954. He returned to marry
his sweetheart, Shirley Kapple, on February 14, 1954. They shared 67 years
of loving marriage, a partnership and passion in farming, mutual priorities of
faith and family, and four children: Mike, Greg, LeeAnn, and David.
