 Sandra Sue Clark, daughter of Herman and Eva (Patrick) Scott, was born on February 12,
1943, at the Mercy Hospital in Oskaloosa. She was raised on the family farm near Bussey
and graduated with the last high school class from Bussey Highschool in 1962. While in
high school, she worked as a carhop at a local drive-in restaurant. She married her high
school sweetheart, Lyle Edwin Clark, at the Bussey United Methodist Church soon after
graduation on June 1, 1962. They resided briefly in Oskaloosa, and Sandy worked in the
meat department at Hy-Vee.
